Team (MAST) Educational Psychologist, will be sharing what we mean by EBSA and what 

we can do together to support your child in their transitions to school and to improve their 

attendance.  We know that there is a link between attendance and attainment, particularly 

for children with Special Educational Needs (SEN).
