How you can help:

Reading, spellings and number facts (Numbots and Times table Rockstars) are the main areas you can make a huge difference with at home, and these are what we expect the
children to complete as homework each week. Reading books are changed regularly in school and children have a Reading Record that they should bring backwards and forwards
from school, daily, to track their reading at home. Children should try to read with an adult every day; a good guide is 10 to 15 mins per day. It is even more helpful if you can ask
them questions about what they have been reading, or to predict what they think will happen next.

Each week, your child will be given a list of spellings for their ability. They are tested once a week, on a Friday. You can really support your child by helping them to learn their
spellings at home. A few minutes each evening or as you are walking to or from school will make all the difference.

Children in Year | and 2 will learn 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables. The children have access to a website called Numbots and Times table Rockstars which they have their password
for. It helps them to practice their number facts in an engaging way. You can also help by listening to the children recite their tables or asking questions for the children to answer.
There are also many resources online that your child is able to access.
