Using their financial expertise and knowledge, 
the children found out about the meaning of money-related 
vocabulary, how important it is to save for the future and 
investigated inflation. This was explained and discussed in 
ways that children could relate to, for   example discussing 
the difference between an item that you would like to  
budget for being either a ‘want’ or a ‘need’. The children 
were very reflective about explaining the difference        
between a ‘want’ and a ‘need’. They were very          
knowledgeable about money issues and were able to    
create virtual rooms within a budget.  It also sparked lots of 
interesting discussions especially when having to prioritise 
what they would buy for their virtual room if their budget 
was reduced.

School Uniform Reminder  
Please send your child in the correct uniform as outlined in the School Uniform Policy on our 
website.

Hairclips and headbands should be plain and should not cause obstruction to anyone’s 
learning, or cause distraction to any learner.

Children may not wear jewellery to school at any time (except for small studs, which must be 
5mm in diameter or smaller, and watches) other than for religious or cultural reasons. Children 
in Foundation may not wear earrings in view of the physical aspects of their learning.

Updated Covid-19 Guidance 

Children and young people with mild symptoms such as a runny nose, sore throat, or slight 

cough, who are otherwise well, can continue to attend their education setting. Children and 

young people who are unwell and have a high temperature should stay at home and avoid     

contact with other people, where they can. They can go back to school, college or childcare, and 

resume normal activities when they no longer have a high temperature and they are well enough 

to attend. 

 

Children and young people aged 18 years and under who have a positive test result 

It is not recommended that children and young people are tested for COVID-19  unless directed 

to by a health professional. 

 

If a child or young person has a positive COVID-19 test result they should try to stay at home and 

avoid contact with other people for 3 days after the day they took the test, if they can. After 3 

days, if they feel well and do not have a high temperature, the risk of passing the infection on to 

others is much lower. This is because children and young people tend to be infectious to other 

people for less time than adults. 

 

Children and young people who usually go to school, college or childcare and who 

live with someone who has a positive COVID-19 test result should continue to    

attend as normal.
